Professor Lesley Fallowfield and Dr Val Jenkins (Cancer Research UK) have devised a comprehensive training package aimed at assisting doctors, research nurses and others to communicate with patients and their relatives about randomised clinical trials (RCTs).  

By observing and reflecting upon various videotaped scenarios, participants are encouraged to explore the important issue of communication, by reflecting on their own experiences, and that of others.  

The course consists of four modules:

Module 1.
Deals with general issues surrounding the discussion and implementation of RCTs in the workplace.

Module 2.
Illustrates some of the issues that may arise when discussing adjuvant treatment trials with essentially good prognosis patients.

Module 3.
Deals with patients for whom palliation or remission is the goal, not the cure.

Module 4.
Highlights how clinicians can be confronted with the issues raised by two patients who have clear preferences for specific treatment arms.

By attending all 4 modules, participants receive a certificate for completing the communications course and 12 CME points.

Only 12 places are available on this course, and bookings will be taken on a “first come, first served” basis.  

It is essential that participants attend all 4 modules to complete the course and receive their certificate.
